lan Barthorpe —~ Spoke to Mrs Orves before the meeting and asked if he could come along and put forward
his proposals.. He is proposing to put a cottage on Daisy Nook, Mill Lane, Redgrave. Lived in area for 20
years, owns two other properties, like to come back to Redgrave, Copies of his report were circulated, this
explains mainly about the land, social enhancements. Councillor Culley said there is no right of way to
enter that land — and asked if permission had been given to develop that Jand. Councillor Sara Michelt
stated — this is Pre-planning application — and Mr Barthorpe is just passing on his intensions.

Mr Barthorpe intends to try and enhance the area. Not massive development, lots of hearsay, and history —
He stated he was only here to show his intentions for the future. The building will be right up against
development line. The application will be sent in due course. The right of access needs 1o be clarified.

Councillor Charles Michell — Suffolk County Council has now moved to Endeavour House — large open
steel building, lot of glass, very warm, now the Official Offices — open plan. Much easier, to find people,
finding it an advantage, communication much easier. Sucessful.
